Tools Required for Assembly 
 
Ensure that following tools are available before you begin the assembly of your Defender 
Cab™ Enclosure Kit.  *** Assembly may require assistance*** 
 

 
NOTE:    Stainless Steel hardware WILL gall (seize) without use of anti-seize compound

• 1/8” and 5/32 Allen Key

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Kit Installation 
 
1. Vehicle Preparation 

 
i) To ensure an easy installation, it is 
strongly suggested that the vehicle be 
checked for straightness by hanging a 
plumb line from the center of the roll 
cage as shown in Fig.1. Loosen and 
adjust roll cage to within ½” of center if 
required. 
 
 
 
 
 
ii) Remove side panels by carefully 
pulling out on the panels as shown in 
Fig.2. These panels will not be used 
with cab assembly. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
2. Cab Installation 
 
iii) Loosely install forward cross member 
clamps onto each roll bar with 5/16-18 x 
1 ½” lg. bolt at 6 5/8” from step in roll 
bar / body panel (Fig.3). Loosely mount 
cross-member onto clamps with (2) 5/16 
x ¾” lg bolt per side. Align crossmember 
center with hood centerline and tighten 
all hardware. Double check your 6 5/8” 
dimension.

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iv) Install striker mounts and striker bolts 
to each end of the cross member as 
shown in Fig.4 using (2) ¼-20 x ½” Lg. 
screws ¼” serrated flange nuts. Do not 
yet tighten hardware. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
v) Remove OEM lap bars from vehicle 
and install supplied lap bars using 
original hardware. Hand tighten only, as 
adjustments will be necessary in 
following steps. Note main plate 
orientation in Fig.5.  (Passenger unit 
shown from inside vehicle) 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
vi) Install low density foam on side 
panels where bracket sits on utv. Install 
hinge plate assembly to each respective 
lap bar with (4) 5/16-18 x ½” Lg. bolts 
per hinge unit. Do not tighten hardware 
at this point. (Fig.6)

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vii) Your roll bar assembly should look 
like that of Fig.7 at this point. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
viii) Temporarily mount door assemblies  
onto vehicle as shown in Fig.8. Perform 
adjustments as per Figures 9, 10 and 11 
in order to have door latch properly.  
Tighten ALL hardware and remove 
doors when done.

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viii) Temporarily install windshield panel 
onto vehicle; ensure panel is level and 
aligned identically on both sides of 
vehicle. Use an erasable marker to 
transfer bottom edge of panel onto hood 
surface (Fig.12). Remove panel when 
done.  
 
 
xi) Adhere high density foam gasket to 
top portion of hood using marker  
line as centerline guide to ensure 
windshield panel will sit squarely onto 
foam after installation.  
 
 
 
x) Install windshield panel onto vehicle 
and secure with (4) ¼-20 x 3/4” Lg. SS 
screws, flat washers and flanged 
serrated nuts.(Fig.13) 
 
Note: This operation can prove to be  
difficult due to tight fit. If necessary, 
mark clamp position on underside of roll 
bar and loosen crossmember to install 
panel screws. Ensure cross member is 
back to original position when done. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
xi) Adhere low density foam along 
inside face (A). Install edgetrim seal 
along edges [not shown] (B). Install one 
rubberized clamp per side (C). Mount 
panel and have an assistant push down 
firmly; transfer clamp holes onto panel 
with 3/16” bit (D). Secure panel with (2) 
#10-32 x 5/8” screws and nyloc nuts (E).

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xii) Install roof panel onto vehicle and 
look for contact points with roll cage; 
install low density foam strips on these 
points if desired. Ensure roof sits 
properly onto roll cage, rear panel and 
winshield panel. Using a 3/16” drill bit, 
transfer roof panel holes onto rear and 
windshield panels. Secure with (16) 
#10-32 x 5/8” Lg. screws, washers and 
nyloc nuts (use washers on interior 
only). (Fig.15) 
 
 
xiii) Have an assistant hold lower 
interior panel firmly and install (4) self 
tapping screws from exterior where 
shown. Finish by installing 1/8” vacuum 
plug to each screw tips inside vehicle. 
(Fig.16)  
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
xiv). OPTIONAL STEP 
Additional side brackets are included 
should you wish to install them.  To do 
so, remove shoulder belt bolt and install 
bracket as shown. Transfer a 3/16” hole 
into panel, secure with (1) #10-32x5/8” 
screw, washer and nyloc nut per 
bracket. Adjust position once door has 
been installed with motion damper. 
(Fig.17) 
NOTE: This step has been required in 
less than 5% of installations as of 
last manual revision. 
 
xv) Remove motion dampers from each 
door and thread them onto inner hinges 
as shown (A). Install doors onto vehicle 
and attach motion dampers to doors (B). 
Close doors and refer to step vii to 
perform fine tuning adjustments if 
necessary.  (Fig.18).

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Additional Note(s): 
 
a) Removal of belts and/or nets is not recommended as this cab enclosure is not designed 

as a roll over protection system. Always wear proper safety gear while riding your 
vehicle. 

b) To remove doors, simply unhook motion dampers and lift doors off while holding them 
close to the vehicle (near closed position). 

c) Plastic panels are coated with a UV resistant film, application of any chemical should be 
tested in an inconspicuous area first as some chemical agents are known to melt certain  
finishes. 

d) Visit defendercab.com regularily for updates and newly added items to fit your vehicle. 
e) Wash enclosure with soapy water as you would any other vehicle. 

 
 
Windshield Wiper Option: 
 
If you purchased the optional windshield wiper 
unit, remove the center screw from the 
roof/windshield panel interface and enlarge the 
hole to 5/8” (A). Mount the wiper motor in the 
orientation shown and add hardware (B). 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
Adjustments to wiper sweep angle and 
“home” position can be made by 
removing cover (C) and following the 
manufacturer’s instructions printed on 
box. Run wiring along driver A-Pillar and 
feed wiring trough clutch vent opening. 
Note: Motors are normally shipped at 
maximum sweep angle of 110 deg.
