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1.	 Insert Rubber Grommets into holes in Windshield. Tip; apply soapy water to Rubber Grommets. 
Inserts go into Rubber Grommets.

2.	 Install Clamps around Bars. See Fig. 1.
3.	 Insert (1) Bolt and (1) Washer through each Rubber Grommet in Windshield.
4.	 Use Nuts to secure Windshield to Clamp. See Fig. 1.
5.	 Before tightening completely, push down on top of Windshield so Seal is in contact with Hood.

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Windshield Cleaning:
-	 Do not use a dry cloth, or your hands, to wipe off Windshield; Scratching will occur.

1.	 Thouroughly rinse Windshield to float off dirt and mud.
2.	 Using a soft cloth, or microfiber cloth, clean Windshield with warm water and a gentle detergent. Baby shampoo or hand 

washing soap are recommended.
3.	 To prevent water spots, use a chamois and blot Windshield dry.
