4. Remove stock Lower Steering Shaft from Rack
and Pinion; Pull Lower Shaft through firewall.

5. Assemble Motor (C) to Lower Shaft (E) with
supplied hardware. See Motor Shafts Detail
and Figs. 3 - 4.

- Insert Lower Shaft (E) through Firewall and
secure to Rack and Pinion with supplied
hardware. See Figs. 3 - 4.

6. Install Upper Shaft (D) to stock Steering Shaft.
Secure with supplied hardware. See Figs. 5 -
5b.

7. Bolt Clamp (L) to Mounting Bracket (M) with
M8-1.25 x 45mm Lg. HHCS (N), M8 Flat
Washers (Q), and M8-1.25 Nylock Nuts (P).
See Fig. 6 - (A)(B).

- Secure through Frame with M10-1.5 x 55mm
Lg. HHCS (R), M10 Flat Washer (T), and M10-
1.5 Nylock Nut (S). See Fig. 6 - (A)(B).

8. Install Control Module (A) to Motor Bracket (F)
with M6-1.0 x 16mm Lg. HHCS (K); tighten
hardware.

- Install Motor Bracket (F) to Motor (C) with M8-
1.25 x 20mm Lg. Hex Flange Bolts (G). See
Fig. 6 - (C).

9. Join Mounting Bracket (M) to Motor Bracket (F)
with M8-1.25 x 25mm Lg. HHCS (J), M8 Flat
Washers (Q), and M8-1.25 Nylock Nuts (P).
See Fig. 6 - (B)(C). Hint: to help with final
adjustments, tighten and back off (1) turn.

10.Join Upper Shaft (D) to Motor (C) with supplied
hardware. See Fig. 7.

11. Plug Wiring Harness (B) into Control Module
(A). See Wiring Details, page 8.

12.Ensure no components are binding, rubbing, or
causing interference and tighten all hardware
completely. See “Adjustments”, page 7.
