3.	 Secure bottom of Bumper to machine with Spacers, stock hardware or (2) each 1/4”-20 x 1-1/4” Lg. 

HHCS and 1/4” Flat Washers. See Figs. 3 - 3a.
4.	 Align Bumper to machine and tighten all hardware completely.
